MAKING IT REAL

PRAYER FOCUS: Hebrews 12:15 (above) talks about not letting poisonous roots of bitterness to take root and grow in our lives.  Ask God to reveal where those places of bitterness are in your heart (and they may not be super obvious – sometimes they are lurking below the surface like roots of a plant) and then to uproot them.  You might also need to pray for both courage to extend/receive forgiveness and discernment for the boundaries that need to stay in place once things are resolved.
