For everyone: Abram’s obedience was wildly inconsistent: stellar faith and obedience followed by shameful cowardice – and we’re just getting started.  If someone were reading your life story, where would they see major contradictions?  

Your life isn’t over yet.  How is God calling you to respond to the contradictions in your life? 

PRAYER FOCUS: Pray for the men in our church and in our community – that God would build them (and prepare those who are single) into powerful godly husbands and fathers who are neither chauvinists or cowards.  Pray that they would follow Jesus in such a way that their wives and children would find it a joy to follow them and submit to them.
