(ĭn’ter-sĕkt’) –To cut across; to overlap each other


That’s the goal of the word of God: to cut across and overlap into our everyday lives.   These questions will help us dig a little deeper and make sure that what we are learning is intersecting with our every day lives. They also serve as the framework for discussion and study in our small groups.

RESET

( Looking back at your notes from this week’s teaching, Bread and Wine, was there anything that particularly caught your attention, challenged or confused you?
OUR JOURNEY 

( On the night before he was crucified, Jesus celebrated Passover with Judas who has already sold out to betray him.   

Have you ever experienced betrayal by someone?  

How have you seen people – even yourself – respond to being betrayed?

DIGGING IN
 
(  At the Passover celebration, Jesus gives clear instructions about humble leadership: we do not take advantage and use those we lead but instead we serve them.  Take a look at the following verses for what they tell us about servant leadership
Matthew 20:27-28

John 13:1-17 (this probably happened right before – perhaps even during the Passover celebration experience)
MAKING IT REAL 

( We offer communion at all of our church services every weekend.  This week you can take part in receiving communion in a variety of settings.

Small Groups: Most small groups will receive communion together.

On Your Own:  You can receive communion privately by yourself

With Your Family: You can do this at a meal time together or perhaps right before bed time.

With Friends: Maybe at work, a Bible study, a neighborhood group of believers etc.

The Details
All you’ll need is a piece of bread that you’ll break into pieces and a glass(es) of wine/juice to pass around.  Sometimes it’s a good idea to read from 1 Corinthians 11:23-26.  It gives a very concise summary of what communion is.

You simply pass out the bread and remind people that this bread represents the body of Jesus and have them eat together.  Pass out the wine/juice and remind people that this is represents his blood given for us and then have everyone drink together. Then close in prayer of gratitude and remembrance, recognizing all Jesus has done for us.
If you are leading communion, the key things to point out is what we talked about this weekend: that communion is about 

REMEMBERING Jesus and all that he did for us by dying

RECOGNIZING Jesus – it’s not just eating some bread and drinking some juice

PROCLAIMING Jesus – when we receive communion we are saying something: that because of the death of Jesus my life belongs to him no matter what.
